No other

T Kl DU UM  week has this distinction, not even

casisneon  the week before Christmas.

Triduum is a Latin word

meaning three consecutive days celebrated as one. We

begin with the evening Mass of the Lord’s Supper (Holy

Thursday), continue through Good Friday and Holy

Saturday, culminates in the Easter Vigil, and concludes

with Evening Prayer of Easter Sunday, a stretch of 72

hours. Technically speaking. Lent ends when the Mass of
the Lord’s Supper is celebrated.

On Holy Thursday we start with the sign of the cross
(like a regular Mass beginning), but we do not end with a
blessing as usual. The next time the priest gives the final
blessing is at the end of the Easter Vigil. The liturgy itself
connects these days as one thus helping us to prepare for
Easter Sunday.

Holy Thursday is the day we remember the institution
of the Eucharist, the institution of the priesthood and the
command of Christ to love one another as He loved us.
We begin with great solemnity and we ring bells for the
Gloria to honor this day when the Lord perpetuated His
sacrificial gift of His death and resurrection in the
Sacrament of the Eucharist. After this moment we silence
the bells and do not ring them until the Gloria during the
Easter Vigil. At the end of Mass a procession is formed to
transfer the Eucharist to a side altar (at OLOG this is the
area behind the choir in the Moses room) which is an
allusion to Jesus’ going into the garden of Gethsemane to
pray. You are encouraged to stay and pray, uniting
yourself to Jesus’ agony the night before His death.

On Good Friday we do not have Mass. However,
communion is distributed during the celebration of the
Lord’s Passion. At the service, the Passion is read and we
venerate the cross. The barren church reminds us of the
great void we would have in our lives if our faith is
growing cold.

From Good Friday sunset until Holy Saturday sunset,
is considered the second day of the Triduum. It is the
Paschal Sabbath, the day of rest. In burial, the Lord rested,
and we rest in Him (even from liturgy).

The third day of the Triduum begins with Holy
Saturday at sunset leading to Easter Sunday. Easter
Sunday is not just one of the Sundays of the year. Nor is it
a Sunday with some extra flair of solemnity. It is the
single most important feast of our faith. It is the core of
Christianity. St. Paul said, “If Christ has not been raised
then our preaching is in vain, and our faith is in vain. I Cor
15:14

OUR FRIENDS THE SAINTS

St. John Climacus— John is a great ascetic and
author of the renowned spiritual book called The Ladder.
There is very little information about John’s origins. He
was probably born around the year 525 in Palestine. As a
youth he was highly regarded for his knowledge.

When he was 16 years old, John decided to retire to a
hermitage near the base of Mount Sinai. For the next four
years he spent his time in prayer, fasting, meditation and
discernment. When John was tonsured as a monk, it was
predicted that he would become a great luminary in the
Church. After nineteen years in the monastery, John
embarked on a solitary life, settling in a wild place called
Thola. He spent another 40 years laboring in silence,
fasting, prayer, and tears of penitence. Visitors from all
over would come to John for guidance and he lovingly
received them all.

At the age of 75, John was unanimously chosen
Abbot of Mount Sinai, and superior-general of all the
monks and hermits in that country.

Near the end of his life, John was asked, under
obedience, to draw up the necessary rules by which
monks might arrive at Christian perfection. The book was
called The Ladder for the book is “a fixed ladder leading
from earthly things to the Holy of Holies...” The work is
a collection of sayings and examples to illustrate how to
live the monastic life. Even though the book was written
for monks, any Christian would find it an excellent guide
and support in the spiritual life.

John died at his hermitage on March 30, 605.
